A programme-based network for sustainable development at Higher 
Education Institutions (HEI) in Germany is created within the scope 
of the HOCHN project. Organization, development, promotion and 
evaluation of this community are the tasks of the network working 
package. New partners and partner institutions will be integrated 
and as a meta-network HOCHN is also connecting national and 
international sustainability networks in the higher education 
landscape. 

As an initial point for a sustainable higher education landscape, the 
HOCHN network with its partners extends across Germany and 
connects people and institutions who are part of the project by being 
vocal, active and assuming responsibility for it. With you as a new 
partner, we can expand the HOCHN map with green combs and 
strengthen our network for a sustainable development at Higher 
Education Institutions.
